Testing dates for this year’s NSCAS state
testing are March 16th-April 24th. We will be testing
grades 3rd-8th in Math and ELA (English Language
Arts). This year our 5th and 8th graders will also be
taking a pilot Science test for the new NSCAS Science
standards. Early in the 2nd semester we will work out
a schedule to share with parents to make sure you know
when your children will be taking the NSCAS for these
different tests so when you are scheduling appointments
you are able to avoid testing days.

To finish our required state testing, our juniors
will be taking the ACT test on Tuesday, April
7th. This is the third year of the requirement for all
juniors in the state of Nebraska to take the test. The
good part of the mandatory ACT testing is the test on
April 7th is free to all juniors, so they get one free
opportunity to take the ACT as they prep for college.
